Comments — EQA Coordinator

This EQA round included two samples of acute/chronic HBV infection (S001
and S002), and one sample of HBV vaccination (S003). All three samples
were HCVAD negative.

Most of the results were reported correctly/as expected, but some deviating
results were reported for each sample. There was some variation in the
HBcAbM results of sample S001. In particular, the results of one commercial
test differed from the results of the other methods. The sensitivity of the test
method could have affected the results. The same sample lot was also used
in round 4, 2021 (S002), when the reported results were very similar.

Some of the incorrect results seem to be due to reporting errors or sample
mix-ups. The overall success rate of the round was excellent (99%).
